Communication and Language:

Start a conversation with an adult or a friend and continue it for many tums.

Be able to express a point af view and to debate when they disagree with an adult or a friend, using words
as well as actions.

Use talk to- organise themselves and their play.

Personal, Sotial and Emotional Development:

Talk about their feelings using words like ‘happy, ‘sad’, ‘angry’ or ‘worried .
Develop their sense af responsibility and memhbership of @ community.

Talk with others to solve conflicts.

Be increasingly, independent in meeting their own care needs.

Physical Development

Be increasingly independent as they get dressed and undressed, for example, putting couts on and doing up
Zips.

Continue to develop their movement, halancing, riding (scooters, trikes and hikes) and ball skills.

Use one-handed tools and equipment, for example, making snips in paper with scissors.

Use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.
